Observe as the power (orange) and ready (green) lights illuminate,
signaling the appliance's preheating.

Once preheating is completed, the ready light will extinguish, and a
four-beep sound “Bee...” will be heard.

Open the upper lid, pour a spoon of waffle batter onto the lower
cooking plate, and then close the lid.

Once the waffle is done, the green light will illuminate again with

another beep. If waffle is not as brown as desired, close the lid and
run another cycle as needed.

Use a non-sharp, non-metal spatula to remove the waffle, and
repeat the process for more waffles.

Upon completion of cooking, turn off the appliance, unplug the
power cord, and leave the cooking plates open to cool down.

CAUTION: Do not use this product to defrost frozen food.
CAUTION: Do not use metal utensils on this product, as they can scratch

and damage the non-stick coating.

NOTE: During the initial use, the product may emit some smoke. This is
